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     The holidays are a time for gathering 

with family.  It is a very good thing that 

most people spend at least some of the time 

over the holidays with family.  Although 

most people have very good experiences, 

there are people who avoid family which is 

sad.  There can be good reasons for avoid-

ing family if the encounter will only lead to 

greater conflict, stress and/or pain.  There 

are family situations which are unresolva-

ble when one party does not know how or 

for some reason cannot forgive or be for-

given.  I have experienced these situations 

much too often and am saddened that peo-

ple cannot follow the gospel message that 

we all profess to live by forgiving and rec-

onciling.  Whether we like it or not that we 

are involved in these situations and we are 

all involved in them at some point in our 

lives, we have to accept that they are real 

and work through them so that we can 

move on.  Not working through these situa-

tions only leads to more problems with the 

strong feelings which can take over our 

lives and cause frustration, unhappiness 

and even possibly depression.  We all know 

people who have had extremely negative 

effects throughout their lives when they 

have not dealt with these situations well if 

at all.  The best thing for everyone is to 

avoid finding ourselves in that situation and 

attempt to resolve problems as well as pos-

sible within relationships if possible but 

definitely within ourselves if that is not 

possible. 

     Even if we do not have any major prob-

lems with family, there are always minor 

problems.  I have said for many years that 

anyone who says that s/he has a perfect 

family is not facing reality somehow.  Eve-

ry family has its issues.  We all know that 

when we gather with family that there are 

some very good times but also some ten-

sions in relationships.  Some people are 

more sensitive because of their make up or 

their history for one reason or another.  At 

times, it is difficult for all of us to know 

how to be totally sensitive in those situa-

tions.  The one weakness that many of us 

have is our need to be right even if it dis-

turbs someone or causes a rift in a relation-

ship.  There are times in which we cannot 

be wrong because a human life is at stake 

but most of the time, it does not really mat-

ter.  Even if we cannot agree with the other 

person, we can at least say that we do not 

believe that it is worth arguing over.  I 

know that I have had to work on this skill 

over the years.  The one thing that I have 

had to tell myself is that nothing is worth 

breaking off a relationship within my fami-

ly.  Our God is a God of love and never 

stops loving us.  How can we stop loving 

someone when God cannot do that?  We 

should work out problems with the person 

involved if possible and then move on one 

way or the other.  The best way for any 

group of people to be together is in love, 

sincerely and eagerly.  That is not easy but 

it is possible with the help of God and our 

own effort in that direction.  It is a good 

goal for next year. If there is anything I can 

help with, let me know.
