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     It has become obvious to me lately that 

many people do not understand the gospel 

message of stewardship as well as good 

management of resources.  The concern has 

arisen with some of the comments on our 

projects, the use of our savings and the role 

of a volunteer minister.  My job as pastor is 

to help people understand stewardship bet-

ter and I need to do it more.  First, from a 

purely financial perspective, there is a dif-

ference between an operating budget and 

savings.  An operating budget is meant to 

cover everyday expenses.  Savings are not 

meant to cover everyday expenses unless 

there is a great need.  If the funds are not 

designated, they are meant to help us to 

vision for the future and to realize the goals 

of the parish.  From a spiritual perspective, 

the operating budget deals with the needs 

of the parish and the means by which they 

can be met by the resources that God has 

given us within our own pockets.  When we 

do not meet those needs with what we 

have, it is somehow that we do not believe 

in those goals enough at this time or need 

to work more long term.  The Protestant 

Churches around us are doing fine with 

their operating budgets and even a number 

of them are doing well with raising money 

to improve their facilities with parishioner 

donations.  We Catholics have the ability to 

do the same thing when we truly believe in 

what we are doing to serve God and our 

obligation to serve the Lord with all we 

have. 

     From a purely business perspective, the 

company which invests the most in re-

search and development, infrastructure and 

whatever it takes to make their company 

better in good times but especially in bad 

times, does the best in the long run.  Apple 

which is a very small company is valued at 

more than any other company because their 

founder pushed with a vision to spend and 

work toward a goal.  When he was fired for 

pushing his vision, the company went 

downhill.  When he came back, it soared.  

Companies that do the same old thing be-

cause it has always been done that way 

eventually have problems and often go 

away altogether.  From a stewardship per-

spective, we are supposed to use all our 

resources to serve the gospel and cooperate 

with the kingdom being built.  We are not 

to ask how little we can give to God to 

serve him but how much.  A savings can be 

a very bad thing for a parish since it makes 

us complacent.  We fight over how it is to 

be spent.  We depend on it rather than on 

God and our own commitment to God and 

His will.  We become defensive of hoard-

ing money which is condemned in the gos-

pel often.  Holding on to resources when 

the people of God have needs is extremely 

contrary to the gospel and all that Jesus has 

asked of us as stewards. 

     When there is a need within the church 

whether it is for ministry or other re-

sources, we find a way to meet that need 

with whatever we have.  The same does 

hold for people who volunteer to minister.  

It is never about us as a minister, what we 

believe, want or deserve but about how we 

can serve Godôs kingdom.

1.  As Fr. Dave is on vacation this weekend, I hope he 

wonôt mind if I update you on last Sundayôs Ecumenical 

Service for Christian Unity hosted by us at our Sister Bay 

church.  It was fantastic and many, many thanks to all our 

Stella Maris Parishioners that attended because we won 

the First Annual UNI Award for the congregation with 

the most participants in the service!  Many thanks too to 

our Worship Committee members that helped work at the 

service and reception. 

The Northern Door Christian community was very well 

represented with about 150 people in total attendance.  In 

addition to Stella Maris, churches represented were Door 

of Life Christian, Ephraim Moravian, St. Paulôs Lutheran, 

Sister Bay Moravian, Shepherd of the Bay Lutheran, St. 

Lukeôs Episcopal and Immanuel Lutheran, who also 

graced us with the fine music of their Praise Band before 

the service began. 

For me personally, it was such a wonderful experience to 

play the organ and hear all those voices singing hymns 

together, led by Hans Ribbens our cantor, culminating in 

the incomparable Hallelujah Chorus Sing-A-Long!  This 

was the first opportunity I could literally, ñpull-out-all-the 

stopsò and hit the last chords with full-organ.  And yes, 

thatôs where the expression ñpull-out-all the stopsò comes 

from.  On an organ, there are stops, each one with a differ-

ent sound (like a violin, or a trumpet, etc.).  When you 

play, you pull out, or depending upon the organ, press the-

se stops to achieve the sound you want to use; this is called 

setting an organ registration.    

So, last Sunday, together in voice as Christians, we were 

all able to ñpull-out-all-the-stopsò and powerfully 

acknowledge Jesus Christ as our Redeemer and Savior.

ago, prepare to be immersed in the soothing music, pray-

ers, silence and Scripture of this service. 

3. This Thursday, February 2 is the Feast of the 

Presentation of the Lord.  It is also known as Candelmas 

Day.  Candles used at our liturgies will be blessed at our 

regular 8 am Mass at Stella Maris, Sister Bay.  All partici-

pating in the liturgy at this mass are also asked to bring a 

candle from home which will also be blessed.  We will 

start out in the main entrance of church, and then process 

in with our lit candles.  This Feast reminds us that like 

Simeon in the temple, we recognize and acknowledge that 

Christ is a ólight to reveal God to the nations.ô Ceremonial of 

Bishops 
4.  The actual memorial of St. Blaise is this Friday, Febru-

ary 3 and anyone participating in Mass that day will be 

able to have their throats blessed after the 8 am Mass at 

Jacksonport.  However, because of the popularity of this 

devotion, next weekend, February 4 & 5th after all our 

masses, the Blessing of the Throats will occur.  More 

about that in next weekôs column.
