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     This weekend we implement the newest 

translation of the Roman Missal.  We have 

been talking about it for a few months and 

have already implemented some of the 

sung assembly mass parts.  I have begun to 

preach about how we can best participate in 

the mass.  I will now use different life ex-

periences to demonstrate various forms of 

participation which can be utilized to max-

imize our feeling of connection with God 

during mass.  Too often when we think of 

participating in the mass, we only think of 

doing what we are supposed to do.  That 

form of participation can be likened to a 

football game.  Whether one is on the field 

or in the stands, one wants to be as much a 

part of the action as one can be so that one 

not only knows it experientially but also 

rejoices with success and is sad in failure.  

That form of participation is just one way 

and the most basic way as well. 

     Other metaphors will give us even a 

fuller sense of how we can participate in 

the mass.  We should participate in the 

mass as we learn in the classroom.  A stu-

dent only does well if s/he is willing to par-

ticipate in the process of learning.  Listen-

ing to the teacher and taking part in the 

activities which help facilitate learning are 

both good ways of appreciating how we 

can grow as a disciple of the Lord.  We 

should also participate in the mass as we 

use our imaginations while attending a play 

or movie.  There is a deeper narrative un-

derneath the surface of the mass which can 

only be appreciated by our imaginations 

and needs to be followed with something 

more poetic than our intellects.  We should 

participate in the mass as we do with a 

gourmet meal or at least any meal which is 

very well prepared and presented.  All our 

senses should be in play and active as we 

experience the sights, sounds, scents, tastes 

and tactile feelings which present them-

selves to us. We should participate in the 

mass as we participate in the water when 

we swim.  There are times when we are 

pushing the water away to move but much 

of the time we simply feel at one with the 

water (which can be calm or choppy but is 

always fluidly moving all over) which is 

really fantastic when that water is the ocean 

flowing to every corner of the globe.  Our 

bodies flow with the water and experience 

the fluidity of the liquid as we shift with the 

movement of the Eucharistic action.  We 

should participate in the mass as we do the 

relationships of our life.  Our relationships 

have a lot to do with the time that we spend 

together in activities but the real manifesta-

tion of relational love happens in the silent 

presence of each member simply loving the 

other.  We should participate in the mass as 

we do the beauty of the sunset.  While we 

admire it from afar we cannot help but feel 

warm inside by the heat of its rays, the 

beauty of its color and the finality of its 

ending.  To participate in the Eucharist is 

more than to understand the words or to 

accomplish the actions; it involves becom-

ing part of what Jesus Christ is doing with 

our whole being in a powerful, intimate and 

mystical manner in this greatest of prayers.

Worship & Spiritual Life 
Well, this is the weekend in which we have prepared for 

over two years now:  The First Sunday of Advent, 2011.  

The first weekend the entire English-speaking world starts 

using the same translation of the Roman Missal whenever 

mass is celebrated.  For all of us participating in the Eu-

charist here at Stella Maris Parish, our Worship Committee 

has diligently worked hard to help all of us learn these 

revised translations with (hopefully) ease and prayerful-

ness. 

1.  We have the BURGUNDY ORDER of MASS SUP-

PLEMENTS which include the revised responses and cor-

responding chant music beginning at The Order of Mass, 

#1 .  We have been using these supplements to learn the 

revised translation of music of  The Mass of Light since 

September 17.  During Advent, the Gloria is not sung, so 

we begin The Mass of Light at #65 with the Alleluia. 
2.  We have tri-fold PEW CARDS for ease in learning the 

revised translations.  The committee decided to add these 

cards because they do not include the chant music (as in-

cluded in the burgundy supplements that were provide no 

charge to our parish).  They start on Page 1. with the Intro-

ductory Rites. 
3.  As in the past several years, The Sundayôs Word Books 

are also available.  We begin a new liturgical year this 

weekend, Year B ï The Gospel of Mark.   The new Sun-

dayôs Word Books are a pale blue and The Order of Mass 

begins on page 3. 
Please pray for all of us this weekend, as together, we 

help each other with these revised translations.  It’s 

important to remember that this process began in the 

year 2000, in Rome as mandated by Blessed Pope John 

Paul II and it has taken until now to be approved by 

the Vatican and  implemented. 

Below is a prayer by the late Bishop Kenneth Untener, the 

author of the Little Book series that may help to keep eve-

rything in perspective: 

ñIt helps, now and then, to step back and take a long view.  

The kingdom is not only beyond our efforts, it is even be-

yond our vision.  We accomplish in our lifetime only a tiny 

fraction of the magnificent enterprise that is Godôs work.  

Nothing we do is complete, which is a way of saying that 

the Kingdom always lies beyond us.  No statement says all 

that could be said.  No prayer fully expresses our faith.  

No confession brings perfection.  No pastoral visit brings 

wholeness.  No program accomplishes the Churchôs mis-

sion.  No set of goals and objectives includes everything. 

This is what we are about.  We plant the seeds that one 

day will grow.  We water seeds already planted, knowing 

that they hold future promise.  We lay foundations that will 

need further development.  We provide yeast that produces 

effects far beyond our capabilities.  We cannot do every-

thing, and there is a sense of liberation in realizing that.  

This enables us to do something, and to do it very well.  It 

may be incomplete, but it is a beginning, a step along the 

way, an opportunity for the Lordôs grace to enter and do 

the rest.  We may never see the end results, but that is the 

difference between the master builder and the worker. We 

are workers, not master builders; ministers, not messiahs.  

We are prophets of a future not our own.  Amen.ò
