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     When the bishop assigned me to this par-

ish as pastor, my job was simply to lead this 

parish.  Because this parish was so new, lead-

ing this parish was not simple or normal but 
entailed not only leading people spiritually 

and bringing people together as a new com-

munity but also marshaling all of the availa-

ble resources to best serve the present and 

future needs of the community.  The Future 

committee helped assess our needs and pro-

posed building one new central site.  The 

solution could have solved many future prob-

lems.  If the parish would have voted for that 

solution, we would be working on that solu-

tion now.  Since we voted to keep our present 
sites, I have been committed to that solution 

while working with the parish leadership to 

study our needs and the possible solutions 

with the resources we have.  The hall situa-

tion was not difficult to resolve with the size 

of the social space in Sister Bay.   That situa-

tion is being solved alone with parking. With 

some good fortune, that situation is fast being 

resolved.  I will always regret that we did not 

buy the land in Baileys Harbor for more 

parking there.  The arguments against that 
situation have been shown to have been false 

or overblown.  We can still increase our 

parking in Fish Creek. 

     The classroom situation presents more of 

a problem.  If our Sister Bay site were cen-
tral, we could easily have used that space.  

We centralized our classroom space after my 

first year because there were not enough kids 

to split them and our kids needed to know 

each other.  With kids from each end of the 

peninsula and our Baileys Harbor site being 

the only central one with the space, we found 

a way to fit all of the kids there.  For the last 

three years, we have had grades 1-8 from 4 to 

5:30 p.m. and grades 9-11 from 7 to 8:30 

p.m.  When I first came, everyone thought 
that the number of students would decrease 

because we were not baptizing many chil-

dren.  This year our first grade is at least 11 

kids with only three of them having been 

baptized here in the parish.  The fact of our 

parish is that at every age, most people have 

moved into the parish.  We can never predict 

how many kids will be in the parish but the 

numbers have been holding steady.  There 

are about 80 kids in the first session and 20+ 

kids in the second session.  The present situa-
tion of using the basement, entry way of 

church, chapel, flower room and old office in 

the rectory is somewhat adequate but it is 

much too loud in the basement.  Anyone who 

has ever worked with children knows how 
difficult it is to deal with noise and it has to 

be dealt with for the sake of the best learning 

environment for the children and catechists 

who are so good to give of their time.  There 

is no option on whether we are going to do 

something about the classroom situation.  If 

we cannot take care of the least among us, 

we are not following the gospel very well.  

Our leadership will present our parish with 

two options for how it can be done.  I will 

complete my responsibility as pastor by 
meeting the need of classroom space in the 

parish for our kids.  Something will be done 

after we seek some advice from parishioners 

soon to know the best way.   

     The present plans will not affect our abil-

ity to do our capacity for funeral dinners or 

other large social gatherings.  As a matter of 

fact, the moveable walls will only improve 

the basement space.  The whole situation is 

win/win for everyone.

COUNT  THOSE CARBS! 

Though there is no cure for diabetes, it can be man-

aged by keeping blood sugar close to normal. Carbohy-

drate (starch and sugar) is the main nutrient in food that 

raises blood sugar.  Keeping track of how many carbs 

you eat—counting carbohydrates—and checking your blood sugar 

levels before and after meals will let you know if you are eating too 

many carbohydrates compared to your insulin level.  

When you plan meals based on carbohydrate counting, count only 

the foods that contain carbohydrate.  You need to know which 

foods have carbs and how much they contain. Most foods sold at a 

grocery store have the Nutrition Facts printed directly on their 

packaging. The labels show how much Total Carbohydrate is in a 

single serving of the food. If you eat out, you'll need details about 

those foods, too. Most restaurant chains have Nutrition Brochures, 

although most local restaurants do not. Exchange Lists can help, 

too. They show an average amount of carbs for standard servings of 

many foods. If you need even more information, look for books that 

contain carb counts. 

 

If you have diabetes, learning to eat healthy, satisfying meals is an 

important part of your treatment; but in spite of what you might 

have heard, having diabetes does NOT mean you have to give up 

ALL the foods you enjoy.  Keep counting the carbs!
